DSU currently offers courses that lead to an educational technology endorsement which is earned by all DSU’s education majors. To support the Governor’s 1:1 laptop initiative, DSU would like to expand the existing endorsement to a minor, with the additional coursework (beyond what’s required for an educational technology endorsement at DSU) focused on 1:1 computing in the K-12 classroom.

The K-12 Educational Technology minor provides coursework to prepare our graduates to teach K-12 computer courses and also to effectively teach in a 1:1 computing environment. As indicated above, the additional coursework focuses on 1:1 computing in the K-12 classroom.
