	8.  EXPLANATION OF THE CHANGE:
	

	The addition of CIS 420 Intrusion Detection & Prevention reinforces the emphasis on network security and allows a full range of coverage through the combination of CIS 416 and CIS 420. This area is expected to play a prominent role in future careers and is therefore an appropriate replacement for the more specialized CIS 418 Advanced Forensics course.
Students will be allowed to select 3 courses (9 credits) from the business curriculum.  The freedom to select courses allows students to determine an interest/emphasis area. This change also provides some flexibility in course scheduling within the College.
