	1.  What is the need for this program in this site (these sites)? What is the expected demand for graduates in the site(s)?


Dakota State University is requesting authorization to offer the Associate of Science in Applications Programming and the Bachelor of Science in Computer Information Systems degree programs via distance delivery (Internet).  The A.S. in Applications Programming is designed as a 2+2 degree program and articulates with two of DSU’s 4-year degree programs -- the B.S. in Computer Information Systems and the B.B.A. in Management Information Systems .  Approval of this request would allow DSU to deliver both the A.S. in Applications Programming and the B.S. in Computer Information Systems via Internet. The B.B.A. in Management Information Systems has already been approved for Internet delivery.  All three degree programs are available on campus in Madison and at the University Center in Sioux Falls.  
Because of the emphasis on information technology in the South Dakota economy, the university has received requests to make the degree programs available to a wider audience -- to students at CUC in Pierre and at the West River Center in Rapid City, for example.  These degree programs provide students with a strong academic background in computing as well as a background in business administration.  Moving the programs to distance delivery (Internet) will provide greater access to students outside the Madison and Sioux Falls areas and will contribute to work force development.  The request also supports the Governor’s 2010 education Initiative to expand the number of citizens with postsecondary education in South Dakota.
	2.  Is any regental university authorized to offer a similar program at the new site(s)? Is any non-system institution offering a similar program at the new site(s)? If either answer is “yes,” identify the institution(s) and program(s) and explain why authorization is requested.


No other regental institution is authorized to offer these degree programs.  As indicated above, Dakota State University currently offers the degree programs on campus and at University Center in Sioux Falls.  A similar program (B.S. in Information Technology) is offered by Colorado Technical University in Sioux Falls but that is a face-to-face program, not Internet-delivered.

It is anticipated that offering the programs by Internet would be advantageous for place-bound, non-traditional students who are not able to travel to either Madison or Sioux Falls to complete the degree programs.

With the exception of one course (CIS 332), all the program requirements for the A.S. in Applications Programming (system general education requirements, institutional graduation requirements and major-specific course requirements) are already available via Internet, either from DSU or from one of the other regental institutions.  
To offer the B.S. in Computer Information Systems with all three specializations, DSU would need to develop 7 additional courses (five in the major and two in the specializations noted below).  Many of these courses are already scheduled for course development.  (See the table included in Question 4 above and the information provided in Appendix A.)  This is the only additional cost that the University will incur to move these two degree programs to distance delivery (Internet).
