	1.  What is the need for this program in this site (these sites)? What is the expected demand for graduates in the site(s)?


This degree program is currently available on campus in Madison and at the University Center in Sioux Falls.  Because of the emphasis on information technology in the South Dakota economy, the university has received requests to make the program available to a wider audience (to students at CUC in Pierre, for example).  The degree program provides students with a strong academic background in both business administration and information systems.  Moving the program to Internet will provide greater access to students outside the Madison and Sioux Falls areas.

No other regental institution is authorized to offer this degree program. A similar program (B.S. in information Technology) is offered by Colorado Technical University in Sioux Falls but that is a face-to-face program, not Internet-delivered.
