	8.  EXPLANATION OF THE CHANGE:
	

	The modification will allow a student to complete BADM 220 or MATH 281 to meet the requirement for a statistics course.  Many transfer students have taken a statistics course equivalent to MATH 281. By making this change, such a course can be used directly in the program without the need for a substitution.  OED 344 is being deleted and replaced with BADM 344 Managerial Communications which is a common course with BHSU.  Tthe program is being modified to allow a choice between BADM 344 and ENGL 379 rather than requiring only OED 344.  Again, many transfer students have a course similar to ENGL 379 and this will eliminate the need to make substitutions.
Since this program has a large number of distance students, the curriculum is begin adjusted to handle the varying situations as cleanly as possible.
