This authorization includes the preparation of elementary and secondary teachers with emphasis in computer and information processing.

This minor falls within DSU’s mission because it is a technology-based minor.

This minor will give students in the Digital Arts and Design degree program the opportunity to expand their knowledge in digital photography.
