Teacher Education Time Line

1. Pre-General Education courses requirements:

a. Students placed in pre-general education courses (ENGL 033, MATH 021, MATH 101) must enroll in and successfully complete the courses within the first 30 credit hours attempted.

2. Students placed above the Pre-General Education courses (MATH 102 or higher and ENGL 101) must enroll in and successfully complete the courses within the first 48 credit hours attempted.

3. Prior to admission to the Teacher Education program do the following:

a. Successfully complete the Praxis I (PPST) Exam.

b. Complete 30 hours of community service.

4. After successfully completing 48 credit hours:

a. Complete the Collegiate Assessment of Academic Proficiency Exam (CAAP) and the Computer Competency Exam.

5. During the Advanced Professional Block:

a. Successfully complete the Praxis II Content Exam.

b. Complete all course work prior to student teaching.

c. Apply for admission to the Student Teaching program.

d. Apply for graduation and schedule your final degree audit.

6. During the student teaching semester:

a. Successfully complete the Praxis II PLT Exam.

b. Prepare your credentials file.
